That’s why Peter teamed up with
Generali to launch Aperture in 2018. Peter serves on the boards of multiple organizations including CalArts and the
Capital Markets Institute of Third Way, and is the co-founder of The Kraus Family Foundation, a non-profit that
supports public art and emerging artists. He is also the Chairman of Marstone, a leading independent digital wealth
management platform. Peter received his B.A. in economics from Trinity College and his M.B.A. from NYU Stern
School of Business. He and his wife Jill are avid collectors of contemporary art and enjoy spending time at their
home in Dutchess County where they commission outdoor artwork.

Peter Kraus is the Chairman and CEO of Aperture Investors. For over four decades,
Peter has worked at major financial institutions including Goldman Sachs, Merrill
Lynch, and most recently at AllianceBernstein (AB) where he served as Chairman and
CEO, successfully leading the firm’s turnaround after the crisis in 2008. Throughout
his career, Peter has been a vocal proponent of pay-for-performance compensation
models and the need for trust between active managers and their clients. After years
of watching diminishing returns and increasing outflows, he concluded that a
disruptive  idea like performance-linked  fees would only be successful  in an  entirely

for Dell Inc. He subsequently took a position as portfolio manager and research director for Galapagos Partners LP,
a full-service multi-family office serving a select group of ultra-high net worth families. After successfully growing
the firm and surviving the 2008 market crash with a positive net return, Mr. Sharpe joined SigmaBleyzer Investment
Group, an international private equity firm specializing in control investments with assets valued at $1 billion. He
was also a managing director for a boutique investment advisory firm providing alternative asset strategies to ultra
high net worth families and registered investment advisors. Marc is currently an Operating Partner with Satori
Capital, LLC, a Dallas and Fort Worth-based investment firm founded upon the principles of Conscious Capitalism.
Immediately prior to Satori, Marc served as Partner & Managing Director at LCR Capital Partners, responsible for
building strategic partnerships and investment opportunities and throughout the world. Marc holds an M.A. from
Cambridge University, a M.Sc. from Oxford University and an MBA from Harvard Business School. Mr. Sharpe is
active in the Houston community and serves on the Board of the Holocaust Museum Houston, the HBS Houston
Angels, and sits on the Investment Committee for two Houston based foundations.

Marc Sharpe is the founder and chairman of The Texas Family Office Association, an
organization formed in 2007 to provide a forum for education and networking and
to serve as a resource or single family office principals and professionals to share
ideas and best practices, pool buying power, leverage talent and conduct due
diligence.   Mr. Sharpe's  career  in  the   investment and asset management industry
spans more than 25 years. He has held positions in investment banking for
Wasserstein Perella & Co. Inc., LJH Global Investments Inc. and Goldman Sachs
Group Inc., in addition to founding a venture capital incubator in the UK and working

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University of St. Andrews, Scotland. He has taught at the Vienna University of Economics and in other locations
including Italy, Romania, Taiwan and Uzbekistan, and has led executive education courses worldwide. Prior to
academia he worked at both Merrill-Lynch and IBM-Argentina. He is an associate member of the American
Association of Petroleum Geologists, and a member of the Society of Fellows of the Aspen Institute. Myers serves
on the board of the Maguire Energy Institute, the Southwest Graduate School of Banking, the Mission Foods Texas-
Mexico Center in the John G. Tower Center for Political Studies, Goodwill Industries-Dallas, & the Baylor Health
Foundation, and is an advisory council member for the George Bush Institute for Economic Growth. Myers received
his Ph.D. from Michigan State University, a Masters of International Business Studies from the University of South
Carolina and a Bachelors in Geology from the University of Louisville. He served as a medic in the U.S. Army

Additionally, Dr. Goodwin
leads The  Applied  Corporate  Governance  Institute at The Center for Global
Enterprise, a nonpartisan research institution dedicated to the empirical study and
application of corporate governance principles through the use of proprietary
predictive analytics and evidence-based research.

He was named EY Entrepreneur of the Year for the Southwest Region in
2014, was inducted to the North Texas Real Estate, the Dallas Business and the Fort Worth Business Halls of Fame.

John Goff is a private investor based in Fort Worth, Texas. Mr. Goff co-founded
Crescent Real Estate with Richard Rainwater in the early 1990’s, designing the strategy
and orchestrating the acquisitions leading to its initial public offering (NYSE) in May
1994. Under his leadership as CEO, Crescent grew from approximately  $500 million
at its IPO to $6.5 billion upon its sale to Morgan Stanley in August 2007. Crescent
provided its shareholders a 15.4 percent compounded annual return including more
than $2.5 billion in cash dividends during its 13 years as a public company. In
November 2009, Mr. Goff reacquired Crescent in a partnership with Barclays  Capital,
